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This agreement is made, and hereby entered, on this ____ day of ________________20____ by and between CAMELOT KENNEL (hereafter referred to as “SELLER”) and _____________________________________ of _____________________________________________________________ (hereafter referred to as “BUYER”) for the purpose of setting forth the terms and conditions of the purchase by the Buyer of a purebred Chow (herafter referred to as “PUPPY” “ANIMAL” “PET” “Chow”).

Deposit
$400.00 is to be paid to Seller by Buyer in the form of cash, money order or certified bank check on or before the date of this agreement as a non-refundable deposit. This deposit is deducted from the total sale price, leaving the remaining balance due of $_____________, which must be paid in full at the time the puppy is picked up or before shipped. The deposit is valid indefinitely. No refunds will be given for any reason once an agreement has been finalized. Deposits are accepted in order of receipt of a signed contract and confirmation of authenticity of funds. 
Although there are no current plans to discontinue breeding at Camelot Kennel, this agreement is valid only so long as the Seller is breeding Chows. Should the Seller cease breeding said animals, this agreement will become null and void. 

Vaccinations and Health
The animal is current on inoculations for its age. Your puppy should start on heartworm preventative between eight (8) and ten (10) weeks of age, which should be given once a month for the entirety of your animal’s life. The above timetable should be followed for the distemper vaccination (DHPP). Our Chows are not given the leptospirosis vaccine as most Chows have a severe if not deadly reaction to this vaccine. Buyers who give the lepto vaccine do so solely at their own risk. We vaccinate for bordatella at six (6) weeks of age with a nasal vaccine. Your puppy should be vaccinated against rabies after sixteen (16) weeks but before six (6) months of age. We recommend following the proper protocol for your state of residence to receive the three (3) year DHPP and Rabies schedules.   
Seller takes every reasonable precaution to ensure the physical soundness and mental stability in the breeding of said animal. Seller exposes your new animal to different sights and sounds on a continual basis. Buyers of a show potential puppy recognize that no puppy can be guaranteed to be a show winner and accept those limitations. If the puppy is purchased as a show puppy, said animal is guaranteed not to have any disqualifying AKC traits. If said puppy is disqualified from an AKC confirmation ring by two different judges, and proof of such disqualification is presented to the Seller, said puppy shall be replaced with another of equal quality when one becomes available.
The puppy is purebred and eligible for registration with the AKC at the Buyer’s expense, if purchased as a show prospect. All show prospect pups will have an AKC registered name that will start with Lancealot’s.  If purchased as a pet, puppy is recommended to be spayed or neutered between six to eight months and no later than 18 month of age. Also, if purchased as a pet the Seller retains AKC registration papers, no exceptions. Seller also reserves the right to collect reproductive materials prior to animal being spayed or neutered.  
Seller of said puppy guarantees it to pass OFA certification provided the following conditions are met: 
(a) An OFA preliminary has been done on said animal by the age of one (1) year. In the case of an adult dog, within one month from the date of purchase.

(b) The results must be received by the Seller on or before the age of fourteen (14) months. Buyer is responsible for all fees, costs and expenses.

(c) No other database or service is used to validate the quality of the radiographs besides OFA. 
If the above conditions are met and said animal does not pass OFA certification with a fair or better, Seller agrees to replace said animal with one of equal value, to be chosen by Seller as soon as one becomes available. No cash refunds will be given. Buyer also agrees to sign over and return AKC papers to the Seller before a replacement animal is provided. If Buyer chooses to keep said animal, Buyer agrees not to breed said animal and to provide proof of sterilization to Seller. Buyer also agrees that all medical expenses pertaining to said animal will be the sole responsibility of the Buyer if electing to keep the animal. 
Buyer’s Responsibilities
The parties agree that the animal is the full responsibility of the Buyer. The Buyer must, at their election and expense, have the animal examined by a licensed veterinarian of their choice within seventy-two (72) hours of delivery.) If the animal is determined to be unfit and so certified by the veterinarian, and Buyer provides Seller with an original report signed by the veterinarian fully describing the bases of that determination within one week (7 days), then arrangements will be made for the return of the animal to Seller at the buyers expense. Failure to have the examination or to provide the report to the Seller will void this provision, no exceptions. If this animal is found to be unfit and the Seller is properly notified, the animal will be replaced with a puppy of comparable quality within a reasonable time based on Seller’s availability. 

In the event of injury or accidental death to the animal during this seventy-two (72) hour period, it is agreed that CAMELOT KENNEL is not liable for any expenses incurred by the Buyer or for the return of any portion of the total purchase price.

Buyer agrees to take said animal to a licensed veterinarian within 72 hours of taking possession of animal and send proof of said visit to Seller within one week. 

Buyer agrees to notify Seller of any change of permanent address or telephone number. 

Buyer agrees to exercise common sense when animal is outdoors- e.g. not allowing it to roam at large, chaining it continuously, etc. A secured fenced area is the only way to assure your pet’s safety. Seller recommends you never leave a choke chain on your pet or in a crate with a collar on so as to prevent your animal from choking by getting caught on the fence or crate. We also do not recommend an invisible fence system. Your animal is of a breed that inherently has a high prey drive. As a result, it is likely they will be focused on whatever it is pursuing and may not care about the corrective shock, which can intensify your pet’s prey drive even more. 
Buyer agrees to socialize the animal to constantly changing sight, sounds, people and other stimuli both on and off your property. This will reinforce confidence and steady temperament in your animal. Also, Buyer agrees to take said animal to basic obedience classes. 

Buyer agrees never to sell said animal or its issue for commercial, research or experimental purposes, or to any pet shop, pet farm or similar institution or experimental laboratory, for any reason, or to ever surrender the animal to a shelter or pound. 
In the event the Buyer is unable to keep said animal or provide an appropriate home in accordance with this agreement, the animal will be returned to the Seller. If said animal is found to have been sold or given away without Sellers’ knowledge, Seller will take appropriate legal action and the original Buyer of said agreement will be responsible for any and all legal expenses. The Buyer agrees the Seller may repossess the said animal upon evidence of neglect and/or abuse at no expense to the Seller, with no refund of any kind to the Buyer. 
Buyer’s Responsibilities (continued)

It is understood by both parties that the Seller does not guarantee the temperament of said puppy after it has left Seller’s possession. Buyer agrees to release and hold harmless Seller for any and all liability, damages, or injuries caused either directly or indirectly by animal to person, animal or property both real or personal, whether actual or legal. Furthermore, Buyer assumes full liability for any damages or injuries, whether physical or mental, emotional or economic- caused by puppy to a person whether actual or legal, or to any property, whether real or personal, after receiving and acknowledging delivery and possession of animal. 

It is agreed that if animal must be sold or given away to another party these provisions are null and void. Buyer agrees to notify Seller before any sale or placement of said animal occurs. This agreement is nontransferable, no exceptions. 
Seller’s Recommendations

Maintain your animal on a properly balance diet. Keep your pet at a sensible weight for its size and age. Overfeeding can lead to hip, elbow and heart problems.

We strongly recommend feeding a grain free food. We never recommend commercial feeds such as Purina, Iams, Eukanuba, Science Diet, or any food bought in a grocery store if you are unable to find the same food we raise all our chows on.
Proper exercise is essential for growth and development, but it is advised not to over exercise your growing puppy as this can lead to future health problems such as improper hip and elbow development. 
Schedule regular grooming to keep your pet happy and healthy- it is also a good way to provide socialization. 

Crate train, especially during house breaking and teething. 

Congratulations on your new Chow Chow! This litter was bred with the intent of bettering the Chow breed. Should you, the Buyer at any time prior to taking possession of your puppy change your mind, it shall be understood that any deposit paid shall remain on record to be used towards a purchase at any later date, provided we are still breeding Chows. As breeders it is our hope you will take exceptional care of this animal through its entire life- treating your dog as part of the family and giving it lots of love and care. If for any reason you are unable to keep this animal please contact us first. Remember you’re the environment your Chow finds itself in as well as its raising will have a tremendous impact on the adult temperament of your animal. Please feel free to keep in touch with us with questions or just to let us know how your puppy has grown.
This document shall be deemed a legal and binding agreement between Seller and Buyer, and is under the jurisdiction of the state of Massachusetts in the County of Worcester. It is further agreed that should any dispute or arbitration occur between Seller and Buyer regarding said puppy the legal venue shall be the County of Worcester, MA.
